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CAL TRANS AND CAL FIRE CREWS TO BEGIN 

PROJECT ON HIGHWAY 35

Felton – CAL FIRE (California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection) and Caltrans (California Department of Transportation) will begin a vegetation management project on Highway 35 on Monday, December 14, 2009.  CAL FIRE and Fire Safe San Mateo received a grant through the California Fire Safe Council to improve the safety along Highway 35 from Bear Creek Road to Kings Mountain where large numbers of trees continue to die from Sudden Oak Death and other factors.  Crews from the two agencies will be combining their effort to address a common goal.  That goal is to provide a more safe condition with CAL FIRE’s focus on the fire hazard reduction and Caltrans’ focus on the transportation safety.   The work will occur within the Caltrans right-of-way and where landowners’ permission is granted.  Dead trees and trees that may fall into the roadway will be removed.  Dead vegetation on the ground and ladder fuels that can carry a fire up into the tree canopy will be reduced.  Crews will pull invasive, flammable French broom where it is growing along the roadway.  The work is expected to continue throughout the winter and will begin near the intersection of Highway 9 and Highway 35.
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
